Q:  Will this affect me if I am not under Social Security? 

A:  Yes, it can. It is the highest long-term growth, least risk investment that you could make - whether or not it is an annuity or just an open portfolio. I think of it as the “carrot” not the “stick” for Social Security reform.
Q: Do I benefit from Invest In America even if I do not have a Share-Of-America?

A: Invest In America (a financial enterprise) builds capital across the entire American economy, without a concentration in any particular area. This must result in general economic growth, and hence prosperity, even for those not part of the plan.
